Eligibility – Players who are registered under any province other than Western Province may not enter enter the WP Closed Closed Championships.

Note – Light meals/sandwiches will be on sale for the duration of the tournament week.  

RULES:
1. Entries: Tournament dates 8 – 14 May 2010. Registered WPS players of all standards will be catered for.  Entry Fee R100. Closing date 23 April 2010. Main event and Plate event for sections A – D.  Main event Men and Women 3 Plate events. 

These results are required for the selection of Jarvis and Kaplan Cup teams.

2. Draw: Entrants will be notifed of the draw by email 3 days before the tournament takes place.  If you have not been notified please contact the WPS office

3. Venues: All matches will be played at assigned clubs at  specified times.

It is the duty of all players to check the times of their matches. 

Players must arrive 15 minutes before the appointed time of their match and must report to either the Duty Officer or the Tournament Organiser.  Should a player arrive more than 10 minutes after the scheduled time he/she may be disqualified from the Tournament.

4. Matches will be the best of 5 games played under the Rules of Squash Singles as approved by the World Squash Federation which came into effect in 2001 and, unless otherwise stated, the Dunlop Pro-Revelation ball will be used.

The Code of Conduct (Rule 17) will be strictly applied.

5. Marking: It is obligatory for all players to mark the match immediately following their match. Referees appointed for the semi-final and finals will be required to have refereed at least two matches prior to the semi-finals and finals. Please check the Court Allocation schedule for marking duty.

6. Clothing and Advertising: The Squash SA Rules will apply. Clothing will be neat and of a colour which will not clash with an opponent's or referee's visibility of the ball.  Men players may not wear shirts without sleeves.  Bermuda, cycling, pyjamas or similar type shorts will not be permitted.  The wearing of hats and caps will not be permitted.

7. Withdrawal from the tournament: Any player withdrawing from the tournament will be required to provide a satisfactory explanation or a medical certificate to the Tournament Director.  Prizes may be forfeited in the case of a withdrawal from a final or play-off.  Entry fee will not be refunded to players who withdraw after the draw has been done. 

8. Prize giving - all players receiving prizes MUST ATTEND the prize giving after the finals.   Prizes may be forfeited for non-attendance at the prize giving.

Note that the submission of an entry form will indicate that you have read and agree to abide by the Tournament Rules.
